PHASE I  (Crucial repairs that must be done)
	 † Replace Church roof

	 † Replace North School roof

	 † Replace Rectory roof

	 † Seal and stripe Church/School parking lot 

	 † �Tuck-point, seal and paint exterior of Church and add decorative accents

	 † �Replace concrete walkways

	 † Refurbish the stained glass windows in most need of repair

Estimated Cost of Phase I: $325,000

PHASE II
	 † Repair interior moisture damage to ceiling, corbels and walls of Church

	 † Add and refine lighting of interior and exterior of Church

	 † �Remove acoustic tile in sanctuary and resurface; possibly remove all 
acoustic tile in the Church

	 † Paint interior of Church and add decorative stenciling

	 † Replace carpeting

Estimated Cost of Phase II: $225,000

PHASE III
	 † �Install a unisex restroom within the Church

	 † �Refinish pews, woodwork and floors

	 † Refurbish statues and acquire additional statuary and 
		  new stations of the cross

	 † �Refurbish remainder of stained glass windows

	 † �Build a “Holy Family” garden prayer area between the Church and 
Rectory
